 The word community joins two Latin words com ("together" 
or "with") and unus ("one"). A community, then, is both one 
and many. It is a unified multitude and not a mere group of 
people. As it is said in the Vedas: Man can live individually, 
but can survive only collectively. Hence, the challenge is to 
form a progressive community by balancing the interests of 
the individual and that of the society. To meet this, we need to 
develop a value system where people accept modest 
sacrifices for the common good.
